3) Go to Dallas County Health and Human Services for Yellow Card showing 
your required Polio vaccination and other suggested immunizations. Located at  
2377 North Stemmons Freeway, Dallas, Texas, 214-819-2000. 

4) Get your biometrics in Houston, Atlanta, or DC at OIS services 713-771-1871. 
5) Take anti-malaria pills 7 days prior and returning and   throughout your stay . 
6) Obtain round trip flight to Lagos, Nigeria where our ministry team will pick you 

up from the airport at the time of your plane’s arrival and return you to leave. 
 

WHAT TO BRING 
1) Bring passport and visa and the credit card you purchased your ticket with to 

airport for airline to verify card. Without Visa you cannot board plane. 
2) Bring snacks like peanuts, chips, soup, peanut butter and crackers etc., electric 

converter (African countries use 240 Volts not 120 Volts), a Bible, razor, soap, 
hand sanitizer, anti-malaria pills, comfortable clothes (Africa is hot), toothbrush, 
comb, (some bring bags of hard candy to pass out to kids), bring mosquito spray.  
Battery operated lantern (electric grid is very uncertain).
